Dr. Bagot joined McGill University in 2016, where she leads the Behavioural Neurogenomics Laboratory, a
multidisciplinary center at the forefront of neuroscience research.

Her team investigates the mechanisms of stress, depression, and resilience using advanced molecular, cellular, and
behavioral approaches.

Intéréts de recherche

Research in the Behavioural Neurogenomics Laboratory integrates molecular, cellular, and behavioral approaches to
dissect how experience-dependent plasticity in stress-sensitive neural circuits influences emotion, motivation, and
cognition in depression. By mapping the interactions between gene networks and brain circuits, the lab seeks to
understand how these systems cooperate to regulate behavior.

This work aims to uncover the mechanisms underlying vulnerability and resilience, ultimately paving the way for
innovative, circuit-based interventions to treat or prevent psychopathology.
